Appraise@ Procedure for Performing Comparative Market Analysis -- Using the New Circle Technique.

1. Enter Search Criteria in the upper “Town Data” tabs.
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Example:  Select the EH check box for “Town of East Hampton”, in drop down, select “Amagansett” and “Montauk”.  

Then go to the “Land Use & XFer Data” tab to select “One Family Residence”, the date range and the price range.
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2. Then Click on “SEARCH”.

3. When the “Data Screen” appears, Click on the “Street Map” button.
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5. When the map comes up, click on “Query”.
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7. You will see a Green Pin appear for each property in the Query.  Left Click the mouse, and drag to “Rubber Band” the area around the cluster of Green Pins.

Left click and drag mouse to “Rubber Band” the cluster of Green Pins.

8. Left click where you want the center to be, to draw a circle.  The radius of the Circle may be changed at the top left by typing in a number in Miles or parts of a mile (e.g. “.5).  Then Click the “Capture in Circle” button to “Capture” and “Mark” properties in Circle.


9. You will get a message box, asking you if you want to unmark all present marks, and mark all the properties in the Circle.

10. Click on “Return to Data Directory” button to return to Data Screen.  The number of marked records has now changed to reflect the new number of marked records.
